Dekthaiyim was set up in 2007 by several French-

speaking Swiss families who had adopted children 

from Thailand. The name Dek Thai Yim means “The 

smile of Thai children”. 

 

Historically, several groups of adoptive parents of Thai 

children arose spontaneously in the Canton of Vaud in 

and after 1995, when Khun Chintana, the social worker 

in charge of Swiss adoptions at the Department of 

Social Development and Welfare (DSDW) in Bangkok, 

suggested to newly adoptive parents that having a “go-

between” group in Switzerland would help assist 

candidate families through the adoption process and 

following their child(ren)’s arrival. 

 

These groups of families were founded mainly to 

promote get-togethers for the children and to help 

give them a positive image of their native country, 

encouraging as well the exchange of experiences 

among their parents. 

Every 3 or 4 years, the DCY (Department of Children 

and Youth) organizes a “Native Land” visit to Thailand 

to allow interested families to return and visit the 

country of origin of their adopted child(ren). 

These trips are becoming more and more successful 

and preparing for them is also one of our activities. 

Over time, several families have also developed strong 

ties with a few institutions and projects focused on aid 

for disadvantaged children in Thailand. The association 

intervenes punctually for sponsorships or supports.
